*PONY DIVISION: Any animal not over 148 centimeters without shoes, or 149 centimeters with
shoes are classified as ponies. A copy of the Federation Standard or Temporary Measurement
Certificate must be submitted with the entry for each pony possessing a Measurement
Certificate and competing in Dressage or Dressage Sport Horse Breeding classes limited to
ponies. If a pony is not in possession of a fully and correctly completed Measurement
Certificate, the Competition Management may order the pony to be measured by an eligible
Dressage Technical Delegate and the Competition Veterinarian and/or a Judge, pursuant to
GR505, GR506, and GR508. Make appointments for RMDS Pony measurement with your entry.

FEES: $30.00 per class, $10.00 addl. divisions, $30.00 office fee per horse rider combination.

ENTRIES: Enclose a Self Addressed Stamped Envelope (SASE) with entry. Include LEGIBLE email
address on entry form. A copy of RMDS Horse/Rider/Owner Card must be submitted for scores
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to count for qualifying for RMDS Championships and year-end awards. For Amateur Division, a
photocopy of 2008 USEF Amateur card is REQUIRED with entry! Enclose a NEGATIVE COGGINS
drawn in 2008. No USEF drug fee, non-member fee, or bridle tag deposit. $20 fee for each
change after closing. Make checks payable to: AHIEC. Send entry to secretary. Incomplete
entries will be returned! You must use the 2008 RMDS Entry Form. Post entries accepted with
management approval and with a $25 fee. $40 bad check fee plus any collection/bank fees.
**Junior & Young Rider divisions are determined by age you turn within the 2008 calendar
year.

REFUNDS: Up to closing date all fees refunded except the office fee. After closing date, class fees
will be refunded only if ride(s) can be filled. During competition days, no refunds of any kind for
any reason. The office fee is never refundable. Refunds for stabling after closing date only if
stall is filled.

AWARDS: Ribbons to sixth place for each division. High score ribbon for each division. (USDF Intro
tests & Freestyles not eligible for high point awards.)

STABLING: Stalls with doors available for $30 overnight or $25 for a day stall. Shavings available for
sale $8/per bag.

DIRECTIONS: From Denver-1-25 to US 36 through Boulder-go approx. 8 miles N of Boulder to inter
section of US 36 and Nelson Road. From North take I-25 to CO 66-go west to US 36 and then
south 5.2 miles.

FOOTING: Indoor-sand/wood. Outdoor-sand. Warm-up-sand/squeegee.

FOOD: Available on the grounds.

VET/FARRIER: On Call — Numbers posted in office.
